The CMCVB is working with NexGen Productions to build interactive, video kiosks that will be installed in all regional
Visitor’s Centers and high traffic areas such as transportation facilities, train stations, airports, hotels and attractions
throughout the region. We will work with our members and area hotels, restaurants and attractions to plan, develop and
create a personalized story to answer visitor’s questions and direct them where to find their heart’s desire as they maneuver
throughout the Central Massachusetts region. These kiosks will also include printable maps and driving directions to direct
visitors along the highways of Central Massachusetts, as well as printable coupons. Visitors Center Kiosks will be reinforced
with 42” plasma screens placed in a highly visible location and will run a continuous loop of featured area attractions and
events.
